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Abstract

This research explained transitional justice and its relationship to peace and
conflicts and the violation of human rights , reviewing the intervention of the
International Criminal Court in international disputes in general and especially
in Sudan, Kenya, Rwanda and the consequent effects of this intervention.
The main questions and problem of this research as following:

1. What 1s the role played by transitional justice in peace-building and to
achieve internal security and world peace? Can the transitional justice change
the psychological makeup of the communities and peoples after the end of
wars and create a homogeneous removes the last deposits and bitterness¢

Y .Do domestic laws and legislation of States transparent enough for
application of the ideal transitional justice, or the intervention of the
international law a necessary evil®

3. Is it possible to take advantage of tribal customs and diversity in Darfur for
the application of transitional justice shut the door before the international
intervention®

4. Is the intervention of (ICC) in the conflict in Sudan's Darfur region fair and
transparent or whether it was defective? Is the ICC in Kenya and Rwanda's
intervention came according to the rules of international law and human rights?

The researcher used in the study many of scientific methods such as:
1.deductive approach to determine the axes of research and the development of
hypotheses and inductive approach to test the validity of the assumptions 2.
Historical method to keep track of previous studies that linked the subject of
study and descriptive. 3. Analytical method using the case method in the
systematic and procedural framework.

The most important results in the following: 1. It’s possible to apply
transitional justice in Darfur by taking advantage of local customs & traditions.
2. ICC intervention in Sudan was negative and increased the conflict .Y. The
intervention of the ICC in Kenya, Rwanda was not successful and it was in
violation of Charter of the United Nations, 4. Because of Security Council
involvement in the work of the International Criminal Court, the Court's

decisions became an executive, not judicial as it should be.
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
