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Abstract:

The research examined the evidences of poetic grammar in the two
explanations of Ibn Alnazim and Alashmouni trying to bring them
together in one place and it aimed to achieve a number of goals such as:
concentrating on the poetic evidences in the two explanations and
explaining them, aspect of evidence, identifying those two glorious
scholars and their method in explaining Alalfia , recognizing
grammatical chapters in which these quotations existd . The researcher
followed the descriptive analytical method ,sometimes taking from the
comparative method for the indications of study . The research has been
classified into three chapters , the first chapter examined identifying Ibn
Malik and Ibn Alnazim Alashmouni . The second chapter examined the
grammatical poem in terms of definition and origination. The third
chapter is specialized for grammar poetic quotations. the research elicited
a number of results :that what Alashbouni depended on in his
explanation often elicited from Ibn Alnazim for the first's explanation ,
and the most different poetic evidence was in the chapter of (subjects)(al
marfouaat) and that Ibn Alashhmouni often mentioned poetry quotation
to confirm basis ,where as Ib n Alnazim concentrated on the basis its self
in many of explanation chapters.
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
