Chapter One

Introduction

Background:
There is a clear relationship between age and vocabulary acquisition within various stages.
The age of acquisition in a natural setting has been found to be       a very good predictor in age-related studies. The age of acquisition or age of onset is taken to be the beginning of significant exposure, or the beginning of immersion in the L2 context Birdsong, (2006).
In studies concerned with the influence of age on foreign language learning, it is the initial age of learning at school that is taken to be the crucial variable.
Whereas for the second language learners they have to start their acquiring within the educational system that governs with regularly syllabus according to the Ministry of General Education in Sudan.
English language in Sudan for the government school starts from 10 years old. But I 'm going to focus on the specific age between 10 years to 13 years.
So we can determine what the age of vocabulary acquiring with mentioned ages.

The vocabulary is one of the important components of the language acquisition. So vocabulary in basic schools in Sudan associated by many factors, for example classroom, class activities, role of the teacher and syllabus.
