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ABSTRACT 
This study aims at investigating the trends of secondary school 

teachers in teaching the subject of Arabic grammar for the third class 
students. It strives to see the contents of the course according to the 
standard criteria of setting syllabuses. More importantly to identify the 
best method of teaching this subject and then the means of assessing 
its effectiveness for better achievement. 
The hypotheses of the study have been set upon the following basis: 
1. The secondary school teachers have a positive attitude towards the 
objectives and a clear vision of teaching Arabic grammar. 
2. The teachers have a negative position towards the time allotted for 
teaching this subject. 
3. The methods of teaching can play an effective role ln teaching 
process. 
4. The methods of teaching can enhance the interaction between the 
student and the syllabus. 
5. The means of assessment vary according to the variety of 
objectives. 
To do this the researcher has adopted the descriptive, analytical, 
method that is based on the empirical case study; the target groups 
consist of the in-service Arabic grammar teacher for the third class in 
the government schools of about 250, both males and females, for the 
academic year 2005 - 2006. The sample has been selected carefully in 
order to represent the target population. The questionnaire has also 
been used to investigate the trends of the study on the subject matter. 
Finally the study has reached some significant results such as: 
1. The objectives of the subject have been set clearly and precisely. 
2. The contents of the subject mismatch are with the allotted time. 
3. The methods of teaching help the students to cope successfully with 
the syllabus. 
4. the adopted means of teaching do not contribute in enhancing the 
levels of the third class students . 
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
