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2- Approach takes into account individual differences among 
students at a medium degree, taking into account the level of 
age growth of the students at a small degree, connects 
students with a fair degree of their environment, taking into 
account the safety of the language significantly, the approach 
does not help to read and write. 

1- Interaction of the students with Arabic language curriculum 
for fourth grade basic schools at medium degree, and works 
on developing a sense of national students significantly.
