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Summary of Research

This study was conducted with the object of ascertaining the
aptitudes of Khartoum secondary school’'s student with respect to
the subject of history. It was prompted by the problem of
assimilation by the student's of the subject as displayed in the
student’'s lack of desire towards it and the deterioration Inthe
standard of learning It.

For realizing this aim, the researcher has selected random
samples from eighty students (male & female) for collecting data,
and assisted by questionnaires she puts down the following the
proposals and recommendations.

Summary of Results:
(1) The aptitudes of secondary school's students towards history

are positive.
(2) The aptitudes of secondary school's students towards the
substance of the subject of history are positive.
(3) The aptitudes of secondary school's students towards the
means of teaching history are negative.
(4) The aptitudes of secondary school's students towards history
masters are positive.
(5) The aptitudes of secondary school's students towards history
as a profession are negative.
There are no evident statistical differences in aptitudes towards
history, which are attributable to gender.
There are no evident statistical differences in aptitudes
towards the subject of history, which are attributable to assimilation
of the subject.
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
