syllabus for third class secondary stage . 

The community of studying was English teacher (male, 
female ) al the secondary stage beside supervisors and technical 
directors . 

The sample of about 40 teachers was taken randomly for the 
purpose of collecting data and information about the impact of 
using instructional aids on academic acquisition the researcher 
has adopted the analytic and descriptive method , on the other 
hand the researcher has made meetings with some experts and 
directors of English at the secondary stage to collect information 
and thoughts concerning with the study and to process the data 
statistically the researcher used the arithmetic mean and 
percentage . 
Significant results : 
I - Educational aids are essential for teaching English syllabus. 
2 - Instruction media are not available for their high cost. 
3 - Using of educational means helps in fixing and remaining of 

information . 
4 - Ministry of education was not able to make these tools 
(means) available. 

5 - Teaching of English without the means of education is 
impossible . 
Important recommendations : 

I - Ministry of education ought to train teachers to produce and 
use instruction media properly, 
2 - Text books (students books) should be of sufficient copies in 
school. 
3 - Privatizing enough money to support the production of 
educational means. 
4 - Motivating teachers to use suitable media as far as possible 
besides exploiting of local, environmental raw materials that is 
available. 
5 - Abundance of English labs. 
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
