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Teaching of Arabic language in our Sudanese school needs a lot of 
changes to cope with what has happened in the world in the area of the 
vast information revolution. The language is of course the most important 
means to carry this revolution. 

The objective of this research is to study the book "Elqabas" the 
syllabus designed for the 81h students in the basic schools as the ( Arabic 
course). 

To have a clear and a real results we have distributed a 
questionnaire among forty teachers "ha] f of them wen: female" asking 
about their point of view in the book. 

Then we did as statistic's analysis for the average median for each 
of the four branches that the book deals with, literature. reading. 
dictation and composition. 

The results were as follows : 
- the educational objectives arc qualified and have achieved their 

aims in an obvious way. 
- The syllabus is suitable and it can achieve the educational 

objectives and satisfy the students needs. 
- The educational visual aids arc weak and unqualified . 
- The educational activities are qualified and they can achieve their 

goods in reading and literature. 
- The means of evaluation are qualified and they can achieve their 

aims in reading and literature . 
- The educational activities and the ways of evaluation arc weak. 

Their objectives can not be achieved properly specially in dictation 
and composition.
