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Abstract

This research aims at finding out methods of training
Islamic Religion secondary school teachers and how they affect
students, academic affainment.
The research population is composed g secondary school
Islamic religion teachers. A sample from Nahr-el- Neil &
Northern states was selected.
The research hypotheses are as follows:
I.Lack of pre — service training Islamic religion teacher is a
major source of low affainment.
2. Opportunities for training of secondary schools Islamic
religion teachers are limited.
3.There are no definite prerequisites for selection of
secondary school [slamic religion teachers.
4.Specialized training of secondary school Islamic religion
teachers is limited.
5.Lack of training of (S.S.I.R.T) leads to un ability to use
proper teaching aids and evaluation methods.
6. Specialized direction of (S.S.I.R.T) is absent.
After data analysis, the researcher arrived at the following
results:

1. There is a lack of proper training for (S.S.L.R.T) .

2. Faculties of education are not well equipped for
proper training of (S.S.I.R.T).

3. There are not specialized faculties for (S.S.I.R.T).

4. Ministries of education do not tailor any special
requirements for (S.S..R.T).

5. Most (S.S.I.R.T) are not specialized in their
subject.

6. Requirements for selection of directors of
(S.SIR.T) are still traditional — and they lack
proper training. As a result he cannot develop
teacher’s performance.

Therefore, the study recommends the following:
1. Attention should be given to preparation and training
of (S.S.I.LR.T).
