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ABSTRACT

In this research; the researcher analyzed and assessed the Arabic
language curriculum. The period covered in the researcher is the evaluation and
assessment of examinations over 3 consecutive years (2008 — 2010). To
achieve the study objective the researcher has set a study outline (frame) which
he specified the study (research) problem, objective of the research, and its
importance in addition to the methodology and the required terminology. The
researcher has also stated the concepts of the analysis, evaluation of the Arabic
language taught in the basic school stage (phase). In addition to that, the
researcher has distributed data forms to the external examiners with copies of
the exams of the previous three years to access the rate of standards according
to “Benjamin Balom new exams tests/standards™. The researcher arrived to
seven results including:

1. The first question stressed the first and second stanrads as per Balom
condensed standards; which are; “the knowledge, memory,
understanding and grasping”. And if the result included the third
standard “application”; the standard of application would be very low

2. Question 2 and 3 of the years 2008 — 2010, tried to cover some
standards at the apex of the pyramid; but with small ratios.

The researcher has also presented some proposals which included:

1. Reviewing the Arabic language curriculum in the basic school stage. It
has to be rewritten in a new way to include all issues related top Balom
pyramid standard.

2. Training educating control personnel on assessment techniques and
taking more care when visiting Arabic language teachers in their
schools.

The general result of the exams in the study period has shown much
stress of the lower standards of Balom pyramid for the new test; hence the main
proposal was that the syllabus should be reviewed, teachers must be adequately

trained if the future exams are required to meet Balom standards in a balanced

way.
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
