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Abstract

This study aimed to measure the effectiveness of an intervention,
an educational programme, to improve the processes of the
subtraction and addition in children with learning difficulties.
The study population was represented by the children with learning
difficulties from the two centres of Jude and Sudan in Khartoum
province. The study Sample consisted of 22 children both girls and
boys who were chosen using purposive sampling technique.
The researcher followed a semi experimental method. She used the
Diagnostic scale for detecting difficulties in the process of
subtraction and addition created by Rogaya El Sayed , University of
Khartoum 2008.
The researcher developed an educational programme where she used
SPSS  (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences)
The following are the most important processes: T test, Frequency
distribution, the mean ,the ,median, ANOVA, percentages and
diagrams.

The researcher has found the following results:

1. There are statistical differences in improving of the processes of
the subtraction and addition in children with learning difficulties
before and after application of the educational programme.
2. There are no statistical differences between genders in the rate of
improvement of the processes of the subtraction and addition after
application of the educational programme
3. There are no statistical differences between ages in rate of
improvement of the processes of the subtraction and addition after
application of the educational programme.
4. There are no statistical differences between social classes and
financial status in families with regards to the rate of improvement
of the processes of the subtraction and addition in children with
learning difficulties

The study was concluded with Presentation of the results and a
number of recommendations and suggestions in the field of the
study
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
