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- The diversity in marks scored by gifted pupils is less than that 
attaineel at the other schools. In other words, there is 
homogeneity in the marks att aimed by gifted pupils. 

- The is graduation in the pupils' performance level in accordance 
with the level of education of mothers. 

- There in no marked difference as regards the pupils' performance 
level as compared to the level of education or fathers. 

- Again there in no significant difference between the performance 
of gifted boys and girls. The has been a significant statistical 

difference between the performance of boys and girls and the 

other schools. 

The research, however, has revealed the following findings: 

The researcher has utilized the (SPSS) program in analyzing the data 
collected. 

The tools of the research have included interviews and documented 

records of the pupils performance at the three chosen schools. 

The researcher has used the descriptive analytic method, and has 
chosen a sample of (113) pupils, both males and female, Grade 3 from 

three different schools, at karari Locality. 

This study has aimed to identity the average performance of pupils at 
basic schools and its relation with the level of education of parents.
