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Abstract:

The main problem for urban street space in Khartoum in defining a clear vision
of the urban street space to achieve a place where comfort and safety elements
and appropriate urban requirements for civilian streets through traffic users of
all kinds, and various activities, and from here emerged the importance of
research which calls for adopting the concept of urbanism for tactical urban
activities with local environment which integrates with determinants and fill
shortages and dealing with disadvantages through improved urban environment
and upgrading activities and services and to provide safe paths for users and
provide Attractive environment for pedestrians..

To achieve the intended target search based on the sides through descriptive and
analytical information and data collection from primary sources and secondary
sources to determine the problem and analyze to find relationships among issues
that will help to study and analyse them and find results to formulate
recommendations and propose solutions to resolve the problem in the future.
The study analyzed the Khartoum Centre Street (Al Gasser Avenue) and
compared to urban street standards (basic design principles for streets and street
design priorities and design methods and Division Street and street furniture,
lighting, landscaping and billboards and signboards and traffic signs).

And summarize the most important remit of the study after analysis to many
problems that led to the great palaces in Khartoum Palace street performance to
keep pace with urban image for many reasons, insufficient attention to activities
available on the street not caring about the aesthetics of the street not to care
and provide for the needs of users of the street not to continue and periodic
maintenance.

One of the most important recommendations of the research:

1. make a practical application of the concept of urbanism for tactical
conclusion criteria for Khartoum.

2. adopt a comprehensive initiative campaign to make opportunities for the
participation of citizens and associations others Lord alive.

3. the establishment of associations and links in Khartoum as an urban projects
contribute to the revival of humanitarian activities.

4. good Street design provides security, safety and efficiency, public health and
public image reflects the cultural pleasure.

5. comfortable and beautiful street design that provides a natural choice for
pedestrian traffic.
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
