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Abstract

This study targets to know the role of the school administration in
activating the school activity in the primary stage.

2- Most of the sample study individuals from the directors and
supervisors confirm that there are statistical signilicant differences
in the efficiency of the school administration in the primary stage
attributed to the capable headmaster in activating the activities,
according to the stage needs. lor their achievement.

3- Most of the sample study individuals from the directors and
supervisors confirm that there are statistical significant differences
in some obstacles which hinder the execution of the activities
attributed to the activity experience period.

From the most important recommendations are:

I- The activity program status is a reflection to the prevailing
education philosophy, and its status can not be improved under an
educational philosophy that deals with the education just as the

learning of the subjects.




2- The school activity shall be given its status in the education
strategies and the curriculums planning in Sudan for what it has of
clear impacts on the social harmony.

3- Necessity of activating the students activities agency and that is by
its binding the schools to the existing programs in the students
activity guide book and the deliverance of the required support.

The most important proposals are as follows:

I- Revision of the future school buildings design so as to match with
the requirements of the modern education.

2- The supervisors of the activities shall fallow-up and monitor the
activities of the teachers, students and the talented ones for making

use of their views, ideas and plans.
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
