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Abstract:

This study tackles the Quranic Lexicons that are not commonly used in the
contemporary discourse, examining the absence of some Quranic Lexicons from
the contemporary Arabic.lt has the forms of these words and their meanings
tracing the root causes, ways and means of brining these lexicons into use in
standard Arabic discourse, highlighting the concept of these words, their types, and
concepts of their morphological forms. It aimed to compile these words then
analyzing the terms of formal structure represented in their phonological, as well as
their segmental features. The study has highlighted their morphemes as well as
highlighting their semantic function, the dictionary meanings have also been
explored, stating the aspects by which these words are read in various Quranic
readings, highlighting the differences in terms of manner of articulation or forms ,
and the meaning depending on different readings, extracts were drawn from the
Arabs usage in their poems — if any — their synonyms were cited with their
equivalents in the contemporary discourse .The study has endeavored to find out
the causes that led to rare use of these lexicons in the contemporary Arabic. Tables
were used to help the reader benefits from the research based on the descriptive
method, the study has arrived at a number of findings. More importantly are:

These lexicons were not widely used in Holy Quran , some of them were used for
warning such as (4=')) , their rare used in the contemporary discourse can be
attributed to this , the two varieties of the contemporary Arabic: colloquial and
standard tend to generalize their meaning, a lot of words that show slight
differences in their meanings have been modified this can be attributed to rare use
of some these words , some lexicons have been used in Qurans in sense that are
beyond standard roots, this can be the reason behind their rare usage.
