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Abstract

This research aims to identify the obstacles to the implementation of bilateral
agreements in the field of sports between the Government of Sudan and some
foreign countries during the period from 2000 -2010 m, the researcher used the
descriptive survey manner and method of content analysis, and use of data
collection the following tools: questionnaire, interview and personal content
analysis .alit came the most important results of the first question as follows:
a. Required to achieve the objectives are not clearly identified before entering into
the negotiation process.

B. Competent public administration is not involved in the negotiation process.
It was the most important results of the second question as follows:

a. The slow pace of the legislative process and the weakness of the political
relations between the signatory parties to reduce the importance of the
Convention.

B. All protocols and agreements and memorandums of understanding held by the
ministry had not benefited the middle, both in sports (training, arbitration,
management, establishment of camps).

It was the most important results of the third question as follows:

a. Infrastructure for sports facilities hosted Sudanese do not encourage States to
conclude more agreements

B. The potential weakness of the ministry is to provide the participants from other
countries comfortable environment (services, transport, treatment), according to
the executive program.



It was the most important results of the fourth question as follows:

a. Funding represents a major obstacle at the conclusion of the agreements.

B. The concept of the provisions of the bilateral agreements in general are the
texts are not clear in their content.

C. Former administrators in the General Administration of Sport did not contribute
to the development of sports agreements.

The main points of the recommendations:

a. Researcher hopes to form a high-level follow-up mechanism is working to
overcome the obstacles related to the legislative procedures.

B. The researcher recommends the development of a separate budget in the annual
plan, a private reception of the participating delegations through agreements or
protocols in coordination with the Ministry of Finance.
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
