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Abstract

Stress Suffer by Parents of Hearing Impaired Students at Deaf Schoolsin Khartoum
State and Its Relation with Degree of Disability and Other Factors

The study aimed to investigate stress encountered by the parents of hearing
impaired student aged 16-20 at Deaf Schoolsin Khartoum State.

The link between stress and hearing loss as well as other factors were also
explored.

The researcher has adopted descriptive method and employed questionnaire
to collect data from 80 parents of the deaf students. SPSS was al so used for
dataanalysisin addition to T-Test and F-Test test for the analysis of the
variance. The study has concluded that:

1. The stress that parents suffer ison rise

2. Thereis statistical correlation between stress and the degree of disability
3. Thereisno statistical correlation between stress and birth age

4. Thereis statistical correlation between stress and the parents' educational

attalnment.
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
