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Abstract

The study aimed to reality the current situation of using modern
educational technologies in teaching at faculty of education, Dalanj
University. The study sample consisted of thirty teachers chosen by
applying the systematic random sampling. The researcher used the
descriptive — analytical method. The data were gathered via a
questionnaire and analyzed using the Statistical Package for Social
Science (SPSS).

Findings revealed that:

1. Modern educational technologies are relatively used in teaching.
I There are not any statistical differences among the academic staff
which can be attributed to gender and field of expertise.
<. There are statistical differences which can be attributed to the ones
with five years experience in using modern educational
technologies in teaching.
z. There are also statistical differences which can be attributed to the
ones aging (36-40).
2. Modern educational technologies are not available at faculty of
education.
3. Availability of training for academic staff.
4. There are many determinants that hinder the use of modern
educational technologies in teaching.

The researcher recommends that:

1. Modern educational technologies are to be made available and activate
their roles in teaching.

2. Holding specialized courses for Academic staff about using of modern
educational technologies in teaching.

3. Academic staff are to pay special attention to qualifying themselves
and be aware of the latest development regarding modern educational
technologies that are used in teaching .
