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Abstract

The objectives of the study were to investigate the impact of
peoples participation in rural development through community
development committees , which were direct partners in
management of community Development Fund project (CD F) as
representative of the concerned societies. However the societies



benefited frame their resources through participation in
implementing activities of the project .

The study adopted social survey, individual interviews to study
development committees members at the level of six villages of
the project, and using discussion groups. Secondary data were
obtained from books, reports , documents and direct
observation . The data were analysis by the program me
statistical packages for social sciences (SPSS).

The most important results of the study were :-

1- 100% of community development committees members
met to form these committees.

2- The members of development committees , were selected
through ( women — men - civil management and peoples
committees) .

3- 100% from target sample found that education was society
priority .

4- 80% of target sample were satisfied with The financial
share of the project in development activities.

5- 98% from respondents saw that they still needs some
services at the end of the project , and (37,1%) of them still
need more services in areas of water and health services

6- According to the above results the research gave many
Important recommendations some of which are :
1- The development support directors must include main
career activities when they put the main components of
the programs and projects .
