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Abstract

The research has investigated the impacts of war in Darfur on Basic Level
education in South Darfur with reference to Direej Displaced Camp in
Neyala, capital of the state as case study.

The study tends to shed light on the impacts of the war running in the
region for more than ten years, highlight the deterioration of services
especially education so as to come up with recommendations to resolve the
problem within the running peace culture.

The researcher has adopted descriptive analytical approach for data
analysis along with questionnaire and interviews for data collection.

Organization of the study

The research consists of five chapters: The first chapter is composed of
introduction, the proposal and previous studies.

Chapter Two is about Darfur’s area, geographical location, population and
the economic activities in addition to the geographical location and
importance of South Darfur State.

Chapter Three focuses on the concept of war and peace, the causes of war
in the region and how to contain it to restore peace. The role of peace
culture in building and developing local communities is also discussed.

Chapter Four is composed of analysis of the data collected with the use of
questionnaire or field visits while the last chapter consists of the
conclusions and recommendations of the study.

The most important conclusions reached by the study can be summed in
the following:

1. War has severely impacted education as a result learning process has
declined in Basic Level.



2. War has become burden on South Darfur woman, the mother, child
care person and worker in the same time.

3. Development was about to come to standstill due to war in the state
where human resources represented in the pupils were also affected.

4. Local and international organizations have played appreciable role
during the war. These organizations have established schools at the
locally displaced camps to assimilate beneficiary pupils.

5. There is consensus for disseminating and including peace culture in
curricula at all levels of study

The researcher, therefore, has recommended the following to resolve
the impacts of war on learning process:

1. Revising the current curricula to include and keep up with peace
culture

2. Placing emphasis on education in general especially female education
to enable girls to carry out their full duties in the future because a
woman has indispensable role in preparing and building the society
and the nation.
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
