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Abstract

The research includes the study of factors affecting the farmers adopting
recommended agricultural pesticides used for the damage and problems caused
by excessive and wrongful use of pesticides on human and agricultural
environment.

The objective of the study to identify the social, economic and communicative
characteristics of farmers and agricultural and government policies to adopt the
recommended farmers to use agricultural pesticides, and evaluate the adoption
rate, and access to the ideas and recommendations to facilitate the
recommended of agricultural pesticides.

The study also included practical guidance and indicative of the role of
agricultural extension device as a primary role in the adoption process through
individual and collective means of mass device extension.

The study also included with the adoption process, and the factors influencing
the adoption of modern ideas, as well as the study dealt with agricultural
extension models, including systems in some countries, as well as planning and
evaluation of extension programs, as well as the study dealt with pesticides and
toxicity negative and its effects and the instructions and handle the safe and
recommended to pesticides has also been noted pesticides in Yemen and how to
deal with it.

In this study were selected Taiz Republic of Yemen as an area to conduct the
study and then was chosen directorate maintain 23 Directorate guestrooms was
Ash Shamayatayn District, and then was selected center of the Directorate of 33
centers was Altorba Center, and the reality of statements have been limited to
the number of farmers tomatoes, bringing the number 824 farms were then
choose the number of 206 farms stratified random sample so simple that
represent 25% of the number of farmers tomatoes center.

The researcher used two types of information gathering tools are: preliminary
data of the questionnaire and the interview collection tools, secondary data
collection of reference and research and previous studies ..... etc. It was then
used statistical methods to analyze the data SPSS program includes the analysis
of distribution redundancy tables and percentage, as well as Chi-square to see
the level of significance of the factors influencing the adoption of the
recommended use of pesticides.
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The study results indicated:

That 86.4% of respondents aged between 20-50 years .

The results indicated that the rate of 66.1% of the respondents education
between primary, secondary and tertiary and postgraduate.

The results indicated the weakness of the role of agricultural leader in the
transfer of information and recommendation for the recommended use of
pesticides area of research.

Indicated the results of the study the application of respondents the use
of pesticides properly good.

that most of the social, economic and communicative properties as well
as the characteristics of the agricultural pesticide on government policies
and the impact of( correlation )to adopt the respondents recommended
the use of pesticides. Results of the study also showed the weakness of
the role and effectiveness of communication channels.

The study also found several recommendations, including:

We recommend activating the role of the agricultural advisor through his
rehabilitation, and formal training for counselors, and agricultural
technicians with the Ministry of Agriculture and increase their number.
We recommend activating indicative and awareness aspect of the
recommended use of pesticides and safe through the preparation of
outreach programs and specialized intensive media means individual and
collective mass.

Have also been making recommendations to farmers using protective
clothing of pesticides, and ensuring the participation and attendance at
any of the work of the heuristic uses of pesticides.
