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Abstract

The study aimed at identifying the effectiveness of using the (Role
Playing) strategy towards English language teaching at the 5" class of

the basic level in EL-Fashir Locality , Northern Darfur.

The researcher used the experimental method in this study, for the study

was based n the hypotheses below:

1- It is quite possible to apply the role playing strategy in teaching
English at the 5™ class-Basic level.

2- There are statistical significant differences between the mean
scores of the two groups. (Experimental and control) after the Post-

Exam in favor of the experimental group (for using the role
playing strategy).

The study process was applied on 112 5" grade pupils , divided into two
equivalent groups (experimental and control). The first group was taught
English lessons by using the role-playing strategy , but the other group
was taught by the traditional method.

After conducting the experiment , the two groups were subjected to a
post-test. The data was analysed statistically , by using SPSS. Finally the

following findings were arrived at:



1- There are statistical significant differences between the average
marks for both the two groups in in achieving English language in
favor of the experimental group.

2- The “ Role Playing” strategy can be used in teaching English
language to the 5" class pupils at the basic level.

3- The success of the “Role Playing” strategy in teaching English
language to the 5" class pupils , and its brightness over the
traditional one , are obvious.

4- The “role Playing” strategy helps to discover the talented pupils

when it issued in teaching English language for the 5" class
pupils.

Based on the previous results , the researcher suggests the following

recommendations:

1- The importance of using “Role Playing” strategy in teaching
English for the basic level students -5 grade.

2- Training course should be held for the English language teachers
for developing teaching process by using “Role Playing” strategy,
and encourage them to adopt it.

3- The researcher also asks the curriculum specialists to adopt the
“Role Playing” strategy in teaching English language.

4- More research studies in instructional strategies should be done.
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
