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Abstract

The study sheds light on the knowledge of the effect of the application of
bank secrecy in the fight against money laundering in banks. WWe mention
the most important objectives of the study to know the relationship and
Impact between applying the duty of bank secrecy and money laundering.
The importance of scientific and practical research is that researchers in
Sudan did not address this issue , And the lack of research that dealt with
this subject and also lies the importance of study in the benefit of
employees in the banking system and those interested in the importance
of banking secrecy and its role in the deposit box and the seriousness of
the phenomenon of money laundering and its impact on the economy, and
to inform the competent authorities of new methods and patterns The
laws enacted in this regard, and also the importance of the study lies in
raising the proportion of public awareness of the importance of
maintaining the confidentiality of their accounts and a statement on the
volume control and attention by the Central Bank of Sudan with regard to

banking secrecy and money laundering.

One of the main problems of the study between the difficulty of
balancing the full commitment to preserve the secrets of customers and
cooperation with the relevant anti-money laundering agencies, which

require disclosure of confidentiality.

The most important hypotheses discussed in the study are that there is a
relationship with a statistical connotation between maintaining the secrets
of the client and uncovering the money laundering, and we mention from
the previous studies that dealt with the subject in some aspects, the study
of Tayeb Nasr Aldeen Ali Hamed titled Banking secrecy. The problem of
research is that the concept of banking secrecy has only recently been



known and that the financial information of customers and customers
needs to be kept secret. The most important findings of this study are that
the banking secret is intended to protect individuals in their financial
activities, Political skills.

The study concluded that the banking secrecy laws contribute to the
promotion of illegal money laundering through its bad independence. We
also mention that the weak supervision of banks and financial institutions
contributes to the spread of this phenomenon and that it is very difficult
to reconcile between the governorate the confidentiality of accounts in
absolute and combating the phenomenon of money laundering and also
mention of the results of the study that the obligation to maintain the
confidentiality of bank accounts is not an absolute commitment but there
are exceptions to exempt the bank from this duty of tax farming.

The most important recommendations of the study are the enactment of
a special, deterrent and independent law relating to banking secrecy in all
its aspects, increasing the volume of control from the Central Bank and
the competent authorities to combat money laundering to banks and
financial institutions, and giving priority to disclosure of money
laundering phenomenon to maintain the duty of banking secrecy to
mitigate the national economy. As a result of the spread of this

phenomenon.
