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Abstract:




Preparing correct urban environment is considered a problem in developing
cities. Such problem lies in the nature of the target population that does not
match with the given environment due to population's culture, including their
norms, habits and behavior. There are no model design plans that care for the
relationship between build environment and individual behavior. Population
of any given area create for themselves a certain natural environment where
they provide all their needs in order to mutually live therein. Unintentionally,
certain forms appear in such area that are peculiar to the nature of the
population. The urban design of the area, however shape it takes, will be
affected by its population and will automatically mutate to their natural culture.

This study aims to explain how the population culture affects a urban design
and what are the bases of such effects, where they come from and weather
they are direct or indirect. The study also considers studying one residential
neighborhood in Khartoum and describes the actual present urban design
compared with the population natural culture's effects therein.

The study considers both theoretical and applicable sides. Theoretically, the
study sheds a quick look on the human being and his behavior in the urban
environment. The study gives a general introduction of urban design and its
contents of the residential area. Applicably, only one area was studied, that is
“Al Engaz neighborhood". The study chose "the Field Study method" using
visits, personal interviews and noting to identify present situation of the area.

The study concluded a number of recommendations, some of which concern
the resident population in the area, how to provide their needs and their
relation with the surrounding environment. Other recommendations should be
considered at the urban designing, to take in consideration the nature, culture
and behavior of the population who will reside in the area. To provide a
suitable urban environment to process the present community needs and
gradually melt such needs, over a long period of time, in the target true holding
urban community (architecturally, socially, economically and) Such gradual city
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organization can be executed according to a flexible continuous designing
process and a dynamic movement so that the urban formation will always
remain in harmony with the changing living circumstances. Itis also important
to study the relationship of the built environment with the individual's behavior
in order to reach to a behavioral map that can be interpreted to the behavior
and experience that individuals exercise. To pay attention to invite residents
to participate in the urban and architectural designing so as to express their
opinions and what they need according to their customs, norms and culture,
considering to support all cultures so that they are shown in the community.
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
