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Abstract

The purpose of the research is to identify the sources that the teachers of the technical
schools in Khartoum State have adopted to acquire the teaching competencies, to recognize
the importance of their teaching competencies and the need for training them, and to design
a proposed training program based on the teaching competencies required to raise the level
of teaching performance of technical school teachers Khartoum state. The researcher used
the descriptive approach to achieve the research objectives. The research population is
composed of two groups: the first is all teachers of technical schools in Khartoum state,
and the number of teachers is 210 teachers. The researcher chose by simple random sample
(110) respondents with (52.3%) of the original community of teachers. The second research
community consists of all 13 technical school directors in Khartoum state, in addition to
(12) educational supervisors from three different localities. The researcher chose (4)
directors of technical schools at (30%) schools in Khartoum state, and (5) directed by

educators but T (41%) of the total number of mentors Of educational guidance who were



selected by simple random sampling. To investigate the objectives of the research, two
tools were designed to collect the first information was questionnaire addressed to the male
teachers and female teachers of technical schools in Khartoum State, and the second tool
Is a personal interview addressed to the directors of technical schools and educational
instructors in Khartoum state. And had data processing using a number of statistical
methods, namely, (percentages, simple analysis of variance, test Sheffi, test t). The results
of the study were as follows: There were no statistically significant differences at the level
of (0.05) among the teachers of the technical schools in Khartoum State in the sources of
learning the teaching competencies. There were no statistically significant differences at
the level of (0.05) among the teachers of the technical schools There are no significant
differences in the level of (0.05) among the teachers of the technical schools in the degree
of their need for training on the necessary teaching competencies. The necessary teaching
competencies required by the teachers of the technical schools in Khartoum state are
(Adequacy of lesson planning, adequacy of lesson implementation, adequacy of classroom
environment creation and management, adequacy of practical presentations, adequacy of
assessment), In addition to a proposed training program that includes training on these
competencies to raise the level of teaching performance of teachers of technical schools in
Khartoum State. One of the most important recommendations is the need to implement the
proposed training program to raise the level of teaching performance of technical school
teachers and to adopt the training program in this research as a basic program for the

training of technical school teachers.
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
