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ABSTRACT

This study was carried out in Elsaggay Elkobra which was
located in north Khartoum Bahri locality. The study aimed to
know the role of agricultural extension in raising vegetable
farmer’s awareness about the risks of pesticides’ residues,
Through knowing the personal characteristics of farmers, the
extension activities that introduced to them in the field of
pesticides, the farmers awareness about the pesticide risks, to
know the most important sources of information about
pesticides, and to know prevention procedure that followed
when deal with pesticides, how farmers were committed to the
recommended dosage& the safety period. Also to know about
the storage & the disposal of pesticides’ residues.

The researcher used Social Survey Methods. Data were

collected from a random sample of 60 farmers using

questionnaires, interview &observation to get primary data in
addition to secondary data which include references document,
reports & previous research in the area of pesticides’.

The data was analyzed using the Statistical Packages for Social
Science (SPSS). The study came out with several results some
of which were mentioned below:

78% of respondents have different level of education.

All respondents assured that there is no agricultural
extension office in the research area.

83% of respondents had not received any training on
dealing with pesticides.




83% of respondents get their information on pesticide
from several sources including friends, pesticides traders
and preamble.

All respondents did not care or wear the protective
clothing during pesticides spraying.

67% of respondents disposing of pesticides’ empty
containers haphazardly by throwing them.

The study concluded that there is weakness of the
agricultural extension services in the field of proper use of
pesticides in research area.

Based on the results of this study come out with the following
recommendations:

e The importance of communication between agricultural
extension department and farmers in the research area
and seek to establish an agricultural extension office in the
region.

The necessity of activating the role of agricultural
extension by following all methods related to raising
awareness of farmers.

The importance of training farmers and agricultural

workers on first-aid methods in the case of poisoning with

chemical pesticides.
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
