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Abstract

This study dealt with the role of the consensual constitution in
the prevention of armed conflicts in Sudan in the period since
independence 1956 to 2005. The importance of constitutional
consensus stems from the fact that it is one of the main factors
in conflicts in Sudan. It can resolve current conflicts and
prevent conflicts in the future in that it resolves major issues
such as how to govern the country and what system, issues of
identity, division of power and wealth and other issues. The
researcher used the method Analytical descriptive and
historical methodology so that he can follow the history of the
constitution drafting in Sudan and to stand on the most
important events that affected the process of constitutional
consensus in Sudan. The most important hypotheses of the
research are that consensus on a unified framework of
governance in Sudan prevents the occurrence of armed
conflicts. The study also focused on the dangers of neglecting
consensus on a constitution. The most important results, There
Is a close relationship between constitutional incompatibility
and armed conflicts in Sudan. Military coups are one of the
main reasons for the failure of consensus on a unified and
lasting constitution in Sudan.
