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Abstract:

In this study , the researchers dealt with the effectiveness of the school
radio activity in developing the skills of linguistic expression in the students of the
basic stage , one of the objectives of this study is to identify the role of the school
radio activity in developing the skills of linguistic expression among the students
of the basic stage from the point of view of their teachers , where the researchers

followed the descriptive approach to answer the questions of the study , to achieve
the objectives of the study , the researchers used the question onnaireas atool for

learning the role of school broadcasting in the development of language skills .

Finally the study found the following results :

1-The study also showed that there were no statistically significant differences in
the estimates of the sample members to the extent that the extent that’s the school
radio in turn in developing the skills of linguistic expression in the students of the

basic stage ,in reference to the variable (scientific qualification ) .

2-The study showed that there are statistically significant differences in the
estimates of the sample members to the extent that the school radio in turn
develops the skills of the linguistic expression in the students of the basic stage in
referents of the basic stage in reference to the variable (years of experience —

specialization ) .

The researchers also recommended asset of recommendations , the most

important of which are :
1-  To provide training courses for school broadcasting supervisors and teachers

in charge of this activity on the objectives of method of preparing , presenting ,

presenting and directing radio programs.
2-As well as to strengthen the relationship between school and media institutions

by communicating with them and holding visits to them , and to benefit from their

activities and experiences in the field of media , especially educational media to

serve these students in the development of language skills language
communication skills .
