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Abstract

This study is entended to assess the contribution of farmers Women in
improving the production of groundnuts in homesteat (gubraka) in Abu areef
area , and to find out the opportunity they have and obstacles they faced in

production process.

The study was conducted in three districted of the study area , sample of

(100) respondents was seleced by random porpporation of manner.

The study adopted social survey approch and questionair of (23) question was
used as a tool for collecting the primary data as well as personal enter view
and observiation, previous studies , reports,papers,were used as secondary
data ,The researcher used the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS)
to find frequences and percentages Variables and through this the study

reached several results.
The most important result of the study are:

e 76% of respondents their main source of income is agriculture.

e 68% of the respondents don,t have their own land for gabaric.

e 55% of the respondents depended on family members in the
implementation of agricultural operations.

e More than half of respondents their production less than (5 saks).

e 91% of the respondents use disk plowgh in tillaging opration.

e 53% of the respondents the most important problems after harvested is
the Marketing of production .

e 82% of the respondents use groundnuts residues as animal feed at home
A significant relation was found between the size of the cultivable area

and productivity of groundnuts crop.



Accordingly, the study recommended the following:

e Opening an agricultural extension office in the Abu Areef area with the
aim of providing all activities and extension services that contribute to
the development and improvement of agricultural work.

e Adopting successful solutions to the problem of pests and diseases
affecting the groundnut crop in the area by providing trained cadres of
plant protection. stablishing marketing channels for agricultural crops,
groundnuts and its products in particular.

e Providing improved seeds for groundnut and other crops, as well as
providing pesticides with the support of private companies.

e Involvement of women of farm activities in agricultural cooperatives
and women's associations to reducing the cost of renting agricultural

land.

e Encourage women to engage in out season activity to provide some

fund for agricultural practies.
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
