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ABSTRACT

Human culture was classified to foraging, Pastoralism, Horticulture and Intensive agriculture.
Nomadism as a pattern of living is practiced by the foragers and the pastoralist. This review intended to
investigate on the nomadic pattern of living with especial focus on the pastoral nomadism in Sudan.
Many articles and websites were consulted and the results indicate that forage nomadism had been
practiced in both the old and new world and continued up to the current century in some parts of Asia.
