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Abstract

The present research aimed at identifying the level of anxiety and its
relationship with the demographic changes among students graduates of



the Arabic Certificate at College of Computer Science and College of
Education. In order to verify the issue the researchers applied the
Taylor’s measurement of anxiety, in addition to measurement of anxiety
level prepared by the researchers on a sample consisted of (35) students
including (12) males and (23) females which was selected randomly.
The research data were analyzed by using the Statistical Package for
Social Sciences (SPSS) through the statistical methods of (T) test,
Pearson test. The research arrived at the following findings; the level of
anxiety among the research sample students is low, there are statistically
significant differences among students graduates of the Arabic
Secondary Certificate at the College of Education due to gender in
favour of females, there are no statistically differences in the level of
anxiety among students graduates of the Arabic Secondary Certificate at
the College of Education due to the variable of age , there are
statistically significant differences among students graduates of the
Arabic Secondary Certificate due the variable of the academic
specialization in favour of (psychology), there are statistically
significant differences among students graduates of the Arabic
Secondary Certificate at the College of Education due to the variable of
residence type (home — inland residence) in favour of (home).

The most important recommendations are; students attaining the Arabic
Secondary Certificate should be supported to accept the new for them
environment whether inside the community in general and the university
community particularly
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
