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Abstract:

This research revolves around the relationship between the crime phenomenon
and the urban environment in Taibah al-Ahamdeh Alezba region and Kafuri
region, as crime varies according to the problems in regions.

This research aims to curb the spread of crime in Khartoum state by
reaching an urban environment that reduces the spread of crime and the urgent
need to study problems and changes that have occurred in the recent period of
the state of Khartoum, to develop appropriate solutions and to sensitize the
community to the importance of the urban environment and how to maintain it.

The research hypotheses are that the lack of attention to the urban
environment and the lack of accompanying policies and competent authorities to
address the problems and changes occurring from time to moment properly leads
to the deterioration of the urban environment, which in turn affects the spread of
the phenomenon of crime and unethical behaviour.

The research methodology relies on the analysis of field data extracted from
interviews with a number of official research-related bodies and a group of
residents of Taibah al-Ahamdeh area Alezba The population of Kafuri region,
together with the use of secondary data from previous studies, research, official
reports and some specialized magazines in this area.

The most important findings of the study is that it has been shown
whenever the environment follows the bases, the planning criteria, the land use
and the mixing of uses and study of the spatial concept and the interconnection
of public and private spaces as the phenomenon of crime and negative
phenomena has diminished, Taiba al-Ahamdeh area lacks the most basic
necessities of life, from planning, spatial and environmental organization of
health services and educational, recreational and other, to the contrary,
Kafuriregion, which is only a sub-street, where We find in them the upgrading of
services in terms of education, health, infrastructure services, recreation and
others, which make them a region with all the ingredients of the urban
environment, therefore, the less basic the urban environment is, the more
criminal the phenomena become and the non-urban environment.

From this study it has been concluded that the study of the spatial concept is
necessary to understand human behavior in containing space by allowing others
to penetrate or lack of it and how to defend it, and work on developing a
curriculum for the development and planning Taibah al-Ahamdeh Alezba
region and application processors and design, planning and social standards for
the format of buildings, streets, open spaces, activation and reviving population
participation to take advantage of their experiences to raise the level of safety
and reduce the phenomenon of crime and negative behaviors.
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
