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Abstract

The study aimed to find out the impact of the characteristics of the farmers to adopt
the use of potato cultivation in Khartoum Wadramali area and the study the
characteristics of farmers and the comparative advantage in the use of agriculture
and increase productivity and reduce the time and effort and money to farmers in
the area. And seek to increase product potatoes in future seasons. And the use of a
social survey of a sample consisting of (30) farmers and some data was collected
from primary sources, and the preparation of the form and filled by personal
interviews with farmers and some data have been collected from secondary sources
of references and previous studies and reports, the researcher in the analysis tables
used redundancy to data in the form of numbers and percentages, so as to facilitate
the study and the study concluded the following:

1. 97% of respondents possessing 1 3 acres and is small holdings.

2. 100% of respondents suffer from the cost of the purchase of agriculture.

3. 95% of respondents considered that the period that had received insufficient
training.

4. 37% of respondents aged between 26 - 35 years.

5. 94% of respondents were trained in the use of agriculture by the agricultural
extension.

And based on this, the researcher recommends the following: - the

it plays a role in the production of potatoes and other crops.

- Provision of machinery at a cost less than that contribute to the speed of its
adoption.

- Increasing attention in the Department of Extension Potato Producers because of
the cash crops of the mandate

research experience derived from the reality of the real problems of potato
production.

- Interest in training potato growers on packets new technology.

- Farmers to visit the guidance offices in the region for sound information and
extension advice.

- The formation of linkages and agricultural associations to benefit smallholders
from financing, marketing and access to inputs.
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
