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Abstract

The study aimed at clarifying the expected economic effects of
Sudan’s accession to the World Trade Organization (WTO) by
studying and analyzing the most important economic effects
during the period (2008 - 2014) . The study relied on the
descriptive analytical method and the secondary sources . The
study discussed anumber of hypotheses , the most important
of them were : the incompatibility of domestic legislation and
laws governing trade constrained sudan accession to WTO .

Furthermore, accession to the World Trade Organization will
have negative effects on the trade balance and the exchange
rate . The study concluded that : the domestic laws regulating
international trade are not compatible with WTO agreements ,
also there are political reasons that prevent sudan from joining
the WTO. Moreover , sudan accession will have negative effects
on trade balance and exchange rate . Among the most
important recommendations of the study is the necessity of
enacting laws and legislations that conform to the
requirements of accession to the WTO , amending the existing
ones , and avoiding the negative economic effects of sudan’s
accession to the WTO by restructuring the Sudanese economy
to achieve its objectives , in addition to develop and activate
the economic sectors , especially the agricultural , the industrial
, and the foreign trade .
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
