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Abstract

This study came under the title: The Grammar Method of AL- Muradi and Al-
Ashmouni through their Explanations of Ibn Malik's Alphia( Millennium), and it
focused on revealing some aspects of the biography of Al-Muradi and Al-
Ashmouni,, and studying their grammatical and their balanced methodology.Its
Importance lies in the fact that it relies on an analytical comparison to two
important explanations of lbn Malik's explanations. Al-Mouradi's explanation is
the second explanation of the( millennium )after Ibn al-Nazim's explanation - not
to mention that those who followed them were influenced by their own poetic and
poetic references.

The nature of this study required that it consist of five chapters ,and under each

chapter a number of enquires. The fruits of this study were:
1- Al-Muradi and Al-Ashmouni agree with the purpose they aim at, and in the way
they have followed to achieve that goal, they agree that they explain the(
Millennium), and that they do not confine themselves to it, but increase it, each in
its own way. , And come much of what the poet overlooked of it.
2 - The first thing that comes to us from the characteristics of the Muradi doctrine
was that it was independent in its thought and style, and tend for innovation. It
relied on presenting the views of Ibn Malik in his explanation, either in favor or
opposition. He presented the views of some of the grammarians in comparison and
clarification. The work of the admiration of some of the grammarians, particularly
Alashmouni approach and follow his path - we ask and answer and individual
questions in the wake of my example.
