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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the impact of AL Zakah Chamber on
poverty Alleviation at AlFoula Locality- West Kourdofan state Selecting
the whole population of (46), social survey was used to collecting
primary data by questionnaire also interview and observation. The
collected data was analyzed by the program of Statistical Package for
Social Sciences (SPSS) to find frequencies and percentages also used
chi-square test at level (0.05) to find the relationship between some
variable and secondary data was collected through books, references and
reports.

The research gave some results, the most important which were as
follow:

- 76.3% of the respondents have their incomes between (below
1000-1400 SDG) before the start of project, then income rose at
the rate of 71.93% between (1001-3000 SDG) after the completion
of project.

- 71.7% of the respondents (female Tea sellers) have been supported
by (Mishkat al-Khayr) Projects.

- 93.5 % of the respondents have their assets (whole or part) in
operating condition.

Based on the results of the research below are some suggested
recommendation:

- It is necessary that a related employee from the chamber or a
member of the fundamental Zakat Committee follow up the
respondents in order to verify points of strength and improve
point's of weakness.

- Moreover it is necessary that productive projects be
diversified to contain high productive project, mainly
agricultural projects, including flora and fauna project.
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
