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ABSTRCT

The aim of this study was to identify the relationship between parental
treatment methods and multiple intelligences for pre-school children in
Riyadh Al-Qabas in Khartoum State. The aim was to identify the level of
parental treatment methods and As well as multiple intelligences and to
identify differences in differences in parental treatment methods and multiple
intelligences according to age and child type. The research community in pre-
school children in Riyadh Al-Qabas, Khartoum, aged 4-6 years. The sample
of the study was 160 children (65) males (95 females) selected by the method
of purpose, The researcher applied two measures: the first is the measure of
parental treatment methods (researcher: 2017), the second is the scale of the
multipleintelligence intelligences of Gardner codified to the Sudanese
environment by (Mona Jack: 2011). To treat the data statistically, the
researcher used Pearson correlation coefficient, (T) for one group and (T) for
:two groups and the researcher reached the following results.

Parental treatment methods for the children of Riad Al-Qabas in Khartoum
state are high.

The multiple intelligences of the children of Riad Al-Qabas in Khartoum state
are high.

There is no correlation between the methods of parental treatment and
multiple intelligences among the children of Riad Al-Qabas in Khartoum
State.

There are no statistically significant differences in the methods of parental .
treatment and As well as in multiple intelligences in children of Riad Al-
.Qabas in Khartoum state, due to the variable type of child.

There are no statistically significant differences in the methods of parental .
treatment and  As well as in multiple intelligences in children of Riad Al-
Qabas in Khartoum state, due to the variable age of the child.

In light of these results, the researcher made a number of recommendations,
the most important of which was the interest in pre-school education as an
important pillar in the general education stage.
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
