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Abstract

The study has investigated nominal and verbal sentences. It's grammatical and
morphological study on Juz’Amma (Part 30 of the Holly Koran ). The study is divided into
three chapters which are in turn divided into 10 themes.

The first chapter has discussed the basic nominal sentence while the second chapter tackled

negated nominal sentence composed of kana, zanna and Inna and their sisters.

The study has defined thenaskh literally and technically and the views of Arab

grammarians towards this concept.

In the last chapter (chapter three), the study has tackled the verbal sentence and the

inflectional and morphological shift that incurred.

The study aimed to be beneficial for all researchers by investigating all the types of
sentences in the last part of the Holy Koran and carrying out case system of some of the

sentences.

Adopting descriptive method, the research has concluded that :
1. Nominal sentence is consistently used

2. Uninflected present is also common

Holy Koran.
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
