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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the relationship between achievement motivation
and the of parental treatment types among the third grade pupils in the
secondary school of Karari. The researcher used the descriptive method ,and
used the measure of parental treatment types prepared by Abu Al-Abbas. The
sample of the study sample was (200) male and female students, (96) and (100)
students. The researcher used the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS)
system to process data using: (t) test, for two independent averages, and two
related sample tests. The most important findings of the study were: The
motivation of achievement in the sample of the study is high, there is a positive
p correlation between all methods of positive parental treatment for both mother
and father with all dimensions of motivation achievement, there is a correlation
between the motivation of achievement and methods of negative parental
treatment Study sample individuals. In light of these results, the researcher has
made a number of recommendations and proposals, the most important of which
Is the importance of organizing awareness and guidance programs for the
families in the study community to reduce the methods of parental domination
and excessive protection - neglect to increase the motivation of achievement for

children.
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
