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Abstract

The study has examined the role of the adverb in explaining the
meaning with reference to poetic texts taken from "Almuwazana between
al-Ta’yayn" by Alamadi. The grammatical-semantic study has also
investigated the forms of the adverbs and its position in Arabic language.
The grammarians' views towards the adverbs were also considered in the
study supported with some examples from the Holy Koran and poetry.
The research has also tackled the role of the adverb at grammatical and
semantic level in addition to understanding the text from this perspective.
The study is significant is terms of grammar because the grammatical
function is important for differentiating subject and object and the
mobtada and the predicate. In terms of semantics, it is also important for
understanding texts and their themes. The research aimed at underpinning
the adverb and its grammatical and semantic senses. To do so, the
researcher has adopted describtive analytical method. The researcher has
concluded that the adverb is important in understanding the text
grammatically and semantically and that indentifying the personality is
also important in determining meaning.
