The study, likewise, aimed to identify the association

between Readings and the Holy Quran along with
definition of pause and starting point of reading and its
importance in Arabic lesson. For the nature of this study,

.the researcher employed descriptive-analytical method
A number of results were found out by the study; some of

the most important ones were: albeit the meaning of
pause is distinct from the meaning of starting point of
reading; rather both words express the same meaning;
pause means stopping and expressing no tone of voice
while starting point of reading means initiation. Pause has
remarkable importance since the meanings of the Holy
Quran are recognized based on realizing identity of pause,
and making aware of meanings that words express in
addition to enjoyment of reader and listener with the Holy
Quran recitation. Lawful evidences could not be extracted
in Islamic law "Sharia" without realizing sluts of pause.

.Pause has strong association with inflectional cases
The researcher recommends that it is significant to place

more emphasis on different aspects that relevant to the
topic undergoing to enrich linguistic and Islamic legacy.
More studies needed to be conducted on the impact of
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rhetoric in pause, and on the effect of inflectional case in
