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Abstract

The study aims to identifying difficulties that face students of high
schools of The African Council for Private Education in Khartoum State. The
learner used descriptive method which is correspondent with this study. The
school community consists of (1478) students of which a random sample of a
number of (194) students were picked out, and the learner used the SPSS which
represents the arithmetic mean, the standard deviation and the percentage.

The most important outputs were :

- The insufficient explanation of the basic volleyball skills by the teacher of
sports and physical education.

- The high percentage of his depending on ON students' self dependence in
learning volleyball basic skills.

- Inadequacy of means in the explanation of volleyball basic skills.

- Inadequacy of alternative tools and devices that help in learning volleyball
basic skills.

Based on the above results, the learner recommended the following :

- Paying attention to holding qualification courses for teachers of sports and
physical education.

- It stroke the teachers' attention the using of modern ways and methods in
learning basic volleyball skills.

- Providing designated means and alternative tools and devices for learning
volleyball basic skills.
