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Abstract,

Tactical urbanism is a term for the temporary changes that occur in the open
spaces (streets, open spaces, squares ...) at the lowest possible costs, and by the
community itself, the problem of the research is that there are some activities that
take place in open areas in the residential neighborhoods these activities have
specific function and overlapped in the area, thus making it difficult to use the
basic function of open spaces e.g. recreation and entertainment . the importance
of research that calls for adopting the concept of tactical urbanism to organize
activities that are compatible with the local environments and which complement
to each other, that fill their gaps and address their defects to improve the urban
environment, the research objectives are to raise the level of activities and
services, provide safe spaces for users and provide an attractive environment for
the population. On the theoretical side, the research collected secondary data
sources and references related to the subject of tactical urbanism from books,
thesis and periodicals, on the practical side, alshabia neighborhood was selected
as a case study, and questionnaires were conducted for the residents of the
neighborhood. The activities that took place in the open space of the neighborhood
were analyzed and compared to the criteria of tactical urbanization and how to
reach recommendations that facilitate reaching an urban place with a diversity of
community activities. The study discussed several problems that led to distortion
in the urban image, including: The lack of urban awareness, informal areas in the
social gatherings, insufficient attention to activities and the beautification of the
area, unawareness of the needs of the users of the area, and close of the inner
streets, the most important recommendations of the research are: to implement a
practical application of the concept of tactical urbanism to involve the people in
the neighborhood in the development of the open space the participation of
citizens and non-profit associations to development of neighborhood contribute
to the revival of humanitarian activities, Safety, effectiveness, public enjoyment,
and . Design open space to reflect the cultural image, follow-up urban projects
after implementation to see if the projects meet their intended purpose.
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
