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Abstract

This study examined the components of the financial structure and its impact
on the decisions of bank credit to reduce banking risks.The study aimed at
measuring the impact of the components of the financial structure of the
institution in the decisions of bank credit to reduce banking risk.The problem of
the study was that the weak interest of banks in studying the financial structure of
the client and read its components and the circumstances surrounding the
institution when making credit decisions of the bank, which leads to an increase
risks to the bank.The study assumed a statistically significant impact on the
components of the financial structure in bank credit decisions and in banking
risks. The existence of a statistically significant impact of bank credit decisions on
banking risks and the existence of a statistically significant impact on the
components of the financial structure in bank credit decisions that limit-banking
risks. The multiple regression, simple linear regression and path analysis model
were used to test hypotheses. The researcher followed the analytical descriptive
method based on the case study. The study population is represented by the
banks listed on Khartoum Stock Exchange.The sample of the study was
randomly chosen, representing 48% of the study population. The researcher
used questionnaires as a tool for study, where 240 samples were distributed on
the study sample. The results of the study showed a significant effect of the
financial structure of the bank's credit decisions. The effect of statistical
significance on the components of the financial structure in the banking risk was
significant. The financial structure of bank credit decisions reduces bank risk.

The study recommended that the components of the financial structure of
customers should be considered as an indicator of the decision to grant credit, to
encourage attention to adequate studies of the components of the financial
structure and to conduct a study of the environment surrounding the client and
the results of its work and the purpose for which the credit is granted and the

method and of payment before the decision is taken, training and qualifying



banking employees on how to conduct credit studies and how to make credit

decisions.
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
