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Abstract

This study is entitled "The media discourse of the Sudanese parties
and its role in shaping public opinion". This is an applied study on a sample
of parties and their discourse on the issue of the constitution (2015-2017) to
identify the media discourse which plays an important and functional role in
forming political opinion in the process. The question is the role that the
media discourse can play in shaping the local public opinion. In order to
achieve this, the study relied on the following approach: The study showed
that the lack of qualified and specialized human resources in the field of
partisan media and the reduction of political awareness. The study also
revealed that there is no clear scientific strategy for the media discourse of
political parties. The members of the community and the lack of interest of
media professionals to prepare the media message and media discourse and
the balance of fluctuations and contemporary conditions surrounding the
community affect the degree of forming public opinion; the study proved
that the media discourse of the parties did not measure The study came out
with a number of recommendations, the most important of which is the
preparation of a strategic strategic plan for the media discourse within the
parties; the interest in organizing media courses for media professionals,
media secretariats and public relations offices in different parties to raise
their level of competence. To participate in the production of media
discourse, and attention to the preparation of the media message and the
media discourse, which corresponds to the current fluctuations and
circumstances surrounding the society that contribute to the formation of
public opinion; the contribution of the parties to explain the importance of
the constitution to the citizen To contribute to the development of a plan
through which the parties will use the media to deliver their media
discourse to introduce the importance of initiating the preparation of a
permanent constitution in the country; and to encourage the participation
of political parties in the political, The need to carry out more studies and
media research to be based on survey methods of the human classes in
Sudanese society to know their direction and the nature of the programs. J
will serve and meet their needs and desires.
