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Abstract:

The urban environment of the cities and especially in the third world
countries is deteriorating in its centers, which have become distorted by
its walls covered with posters and crowded and dirty streets, the
overlapping of modern and old buildings and other problems created by
the times. It was necessary to develop plans to address these problems
to raise the level of services provided to the community, as well as work
on the implementation of studies of urban landscape and visual
composition in the streets of the market. The aim of this study is to
achieve the urban development of Al-Sayigh Street, and to raise
awareness about the importance of preserving the visual composition
and distinctive character of the Omdurman region by preserving and
renovating the ancient buildings and taking care of the modern
buildings and subjecting them to the city of Omdurman. Integrated.

The research deals with pollution in the urban landscape in the general
market of Omdurman and Al-Sayagh Street in particular, which affected
the urban environment of the study area in Al-Sayagh Street. The
theoretical study was based on collecting information from books,
articles, maps, pictures and websites on the Omdurman market in
general and Al-Sayagh Street in particular to identify the characteristics
of the region. The field study was also conducted by observing,
registering and conducting interviews with market traders, market
workers and shoppers, as well as professionals, experts, officials and
administrators, whether from the Omdurman market unit or other
bodies concerned. Analyze and assess the current situation, highlight

the problems and difficulties of the study area according to Kevin Lynch
theory, and try to develop proposals to improve and develop the region
according to the methodology of the world, Kevin Lynch.

The study resulted in a number of conclusions, the most important of
which is the suffering of the urban scene of the street of distortion of
visual distortion represented in the facades of buildings and their
suitcases and billboards and lack of aesthetic and visual elements, with
a lack of street furniture and seating, infrastructure problems and poor
maintenance.

The study concluded that the authorities concerned should
reorganizethe Omdurman market and the street design to high level of
urban upgrading . As well as work on allocation of the street and
attention to the design of pedestrian area in a distinctive way because
they are considered effective wusers of market and street and the
devolpment of controls and regulations governing both shopfronts and
billboards to reach a distinctive urban sence of the street .
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
