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Abastract

The objective of this study was to identify the atitudes
of the students who visited Psychological CounselingCenter
(PCC) of the University of Sudan for Sciences and Technology.
The sample of the study consisted of (30) studentsselected by
purposive sampling method.

A questionnaire was developed by the researcher and used
to collect the data. The questionnaire was pretested with
faculty members of different university in an effort to
strengthen the survey instrument. The first part of the
guestionnaire coverd information related to selected personal
and educational characteristics of the students, the second
part of the questionnaire covered (42) statements related to
the attitudes of the students regarding PCC. Likert type scale
was used for the second part of the questionnaire.

The reliability of the questionnaire was tested and an alphe
score of (0.95) was obtained for the entire instrument.
Frequencies, percentages, one-way ANOVA and t-test were
used as statistical methods.The data was analysed using
statistical package for social Sciences (SPSS).

The most Important results of this study were that no
significant difference existed in the attitudes of the students
regarding Psychological Counsaling Service when were
grouped by age. A signtficant difference was found in the
attitudes of the students regarding psychological Counseling
Services when were grouped by sex.
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The researcher suggested severel recommendations. The
most importat are that workshops, educational
programsshoud be organized to support and empower all
aspects of the proffesion of the psychological Counseling.
More research shoud be conducted in different areas of
psychological Counseling.
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
