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Abstract

This research deals with the internal gardens of different types and their
impact on the beauty of architecture, not only in their environmental and
self-agendas, but also in detail the foundations and design criteria affecting
the internal garden and environmental standards and aesthetic values that
influenced the shape of the garden and the surrounding environment.

And the problem of the research lies in the lack of conviction of many users
and owners of the need for integration between the architectural design and
internal garden , and its impact directly on the surrounding buildings, also
the lack of highlighting the cultural value and mix it with historical values
and sensory values, moreover, the lack of reinforcement of the cultural
standard and generally the absence of beauty's measurement concepts ,in
addition, the scientific and training institutions are not focusing on the effect
of beauty on architecture and especially on the internal gardens. There is
also a significant decline in the role of gardens as a good environmental
design treatment in accordance with our hot dry climate and our
architectural heritage, also The question is whether it suits the surrounding
architecture, as well as the absence of the concept of periodic maintenance
and preservation of gardens until it became negatively in the form of the
building.

The main objective of the research was to study the determinants that affect
the design and establishment of internal gardens in the urban environment in
general in order to reach the foundations and principles that help to improve
the design of internal gardens in public and private buildings. To achieve
this, searched of the design of internal gardens through the ages and all the
aspects of design and studied the aesthetic values in all its aspects through
the analytical descriptive approach, the work of field studies and
photography to obtain information to assist in research.

Four local models were selected for study and analysis. All theoretical
