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Abstract

The purpose of this research emphasize the importance of art
education and its necessity to acquire bases necessary skills and abilities
to use drawing ,designing ,coloring, and Arabic calligraphy as
illustrations in preparation for necessary educational teaching
instruments to explain some lessons in basic level curriculum .
