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ABSTRACT

The importance of importance research stems from the importance
of the role - play strategy in teaching history, motivating learning and
contributing to the acquisition of self - learning skills for students.

The aim of the research is to identify the extent to which the application
of role - playing strategy in teaching history enhance the cognitive,
religious, national and social knowledge of students.

The researcher used the experimental and descriptive method.

A random sample of teachers and educational supervisors was selected at
the secondary level in Khartoum State (105) questionnaires were
distributed, analyzed by the statistical packages program for social
studies.

The most important recommendations of the study: focus on the
implementation of the strategy of role - playing to achieve the objectives
of the history subject for the secondary stage, which establishes the
scientific material in the minds of students. Designing specialized training
programs to train teachers on the implementation of role - playing
strategy in the teaching of history and its impact on their performance and
student achievement. Recommend to history curriculum specialists, to
include role - playing strategy within School curricula and to clarify its

role and importance in enhancing students' abilities.
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
